The Personal Concern and Knowledge of God (Scriptures)

Psalms 139:1-6 NASB For the choir director. A Psalm of David. O LORD, You have
searched me and known me. (2) You know when | sit down and when | rise up;
You understand my thought from afar. (3) You scrutinize my path and my lying
down, And are intimately acquainted with all my ways. (4) Even before there is a
word on my tongue, Behold, O LORD, You know it all. (5) You have enclosed me
behind and before, And laid Your hand upon me. (6) Such knowledge is too
wonderful for me; It is too high, | cannot attain to it.

Psalms 139:13-16 NASB For You formed my inward parts; You wove me in my
mother's womb. (14) | will give thanks to You, for | am fearfully and wonderfully
made; Wonderful are Your works, And my soul knows it very well. (15) My frame
was not hidden from You, When | was made in secret, And skillfully wrought in the
depths of the earth; (16) Your eyes have seen my unformed substance; And in
Your book were all written The days that were ordained for me, When as yet there
was not one of them.

Hebrews 4:13 NASB And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things
are open and laid bare to the eyes of Him with whom we have to do.

Jeremiah 29:11-13 NASB 'For | know the plans that | have for you,' declares the
LORD, 'plans for welfare and not for calamity to give you a future and a hope. (12)
‘Then you will call upon Me and come and pray to Me, and | will listen to you. (13)
'You will seek Me and find Me when you search for Me with all your heart.

Jeremiah 31:3 NASB The LORD appeared to him from afar, saying, "l have loved
you with an everlasting love; Therefore | have drawn you with lovingkindness.

Romans 5:8 NASB But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we
were yet sinners, Christ died for us.



1 John 4:9-10 NASB By this the love of God was manifested in us, that God has
sent His only begotten Son into the world so that we might live through Him. (10)
In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be
the propitiation for our sins.

Luke 12:32 NASB "Do not be afraid, little flock, for your Father has chosen gladly
to give you the kingdom.

1 John 3:1 NASB See how great a love the Father has bestowed on us, that we
would be called children of God; and such we are. For this reason the world does
not know us, because it did not know Him.

Psalms 139:17-18 NASB How precious also are Your thoughts to me, O God! How
vast is the sum of them! (18) If | should count them, they would outnumber the
sand. When | awake, | am still with You.

Matthew 10:29-31 NASB "Are not two sparrows sold for a cent? And yet not one
of them will fall to the ground apart from your Father. (30) "But the very hairs of
your head are all numbered. (31) "So do not fear; you are more valuable than
many sparrows.

Matthew 11:28-30 NASB "Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and |
will give you rest. (29) "Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for | am
gentle and humble in heart, and YOU WILL FIND REST FOR YOUR SOULS. (30) "For
My yoke is easy and My burden is light."

Matthew 6:25-33 NASB "For this reason | say to you, do not be worried about
your life, as to what you will eat or what you will drink; nor for your body, as to
what you will put on. Is not life more than food, and the body more than clothing?
(26) "Look at the birds of the air, that they do not sow, nor reap nor gather into
barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not worth much more
than they? (27) "And who of you by being worried can add a single hour to his
life? (28) "And why are you worried about clothing? Observe how the lilies of the
field grow; they do not toil nor do they spin, (29) yet | say to you that not even
Solomon in all his glory clothed himself like one of these. (30) "But if God so
clothes the grass of the field, which is alive today and tomorrow is thrown into the
furnace, will He not much more clothe you? You of little faith! (31) "Do not worry



then, saying, 'What will we eat?' or '"What will we drink?' or 'What will we wear for
clothing?' (32) "For the Gentiles eagerly seek all these things; for your heavenly
Father knows that you need all these things. (33) "But seek first His kingdom and
His righteousness, and all these things will be added to you.

Psalms 139:7-10 NASB Where can | go from Your Spirit? Or where can | flee from
Your presence? (8) If | ascend to heaven, You are there; If | make my bed in Sheol,
behold, You are there. (9) If | take the wings of the dawn, If | dwell in the
remotest part of the sea, (10) Even there Your hand will lead me, And Your right
hand will lay hold of me.

Hebrews 13:5 NASB Make sure that your character is free from the love of money,
being content with what you have; for He Himself has said, "I WILL NEVER DESERT
YOU, NOR WILL I EVER FORSAKE YOU,"

John 10:9-16 NASB "I am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he will be saved,
and will go in and out and find pasture. (10) "The thief comes only to steal and kill
and destroy; | came that they may have life, and have it abundantly. (11) "I am
the good shepherd; the good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep. (12) "He
who is a hired hand, and not a shepherd, who is not the owner of the sheep, sees
the wolf coming, and leaves the sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and
scatters them. (13) "He flees because he is a hired hand and is not concerned
about the sheep. (14) "l am the good shepherd, and | know My own and My own
know Me, (15) even as the Father knows Me and | know the Father; and | lay
down My life for the sheep. (16) "l have other sheep, which are not of this fold; |
must bring them also, and they will hear My voice; and they will become one flock
with one shepherd.

Psalms 23:1-6 NASB A Psalm of David. The LORD is my shepherd, | shall not want.
(2) He makes me lie down in green pastures; He leads me beside quiet waters. (3)
He restores my soul; He guides me in the paths of righteousness For His name's
sake. (4) Even though | walk through the valley of the shadow of death, | fear no
evil, for You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me. (5) You
prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies; You have anointed my
head with oil; My cup overflows. (6) Surely goodness and lovingkindness will
follow me all the days of my life, And | will dwell in the house of the LORD forever.
